At least three property pins must be clearly located.  

Call Roger or Josh by 9:00 a.m. the day you wish to excavate.


Please call to approximate times you will need inspections.

Inspection required BEFORE you pour concrete!!  There is a 24 hour notice
required for inspection.

Inspection is to check that footings are proper size and on undisturbed earth.  Call Roger or Josh.
Inspection required BEFORE you backfill!!  There is a 24 hour notice required
for inspection.

Inspection is to check that walls are completely on top of footings.  Also to check that footing 
tile/ sump is not connected to sanitary sewer.  A visual inspection of any water or sewer connection to the village’s main before backfilling.  Call Roger or Josh.
Where interior walls are covered an inspection is required to approve framing!!  There is a 24-48 hour notice required for inspection.


Call Village Hall to set appointment with the Building Inspector when you have completed the


framing and mechanicals but BEFORE insulation or interior wall sheathing is installed.  If 


insulation or interior wall sheathing is present, it must be removed for the inspection.
Inspection required for Certificate of Occupancy.  There is a 24-48 hour notice required for inspection.

Call Village Hall to notify the Building Inspector when you have the project is complete.  The
Building Inspector will then visit your property to make a final inspection.  If everything meets
code, you will receive a Certificate of Occupancy, signifying that the project is complete and thus


closing out the building permit.  Call the Village hall to set appointment for this inspection.

Any inspection that requires a return trip, whether due to not being ready or a failure of an inspection item, will require a $100.00 fee for each return visit to the site until the site passes inspection.

  These are items where the Building Inspector has seen problems with other permits.

1) Egress window size is 44” maximum from sill to floor and 24” minimum opening height.

2) Tempered glass required 60” from drain to any window and where any door opens into a window.

3) Stairway treads require 10” minimum

Stairway risers require 7 ¾” maximum

Landing minimum size 36” deep by width of door or stairs

4) Stairway ceiling to stair height 6’8” headroom

5) Handrail height 34” minimum, 38” maximum

6) Handrails required with 3 or more steps

7) Handrail returns required on all handrails

8) Arc-fault breakers required for all bedrooms

9) GFCI required within 6’ of water or exterior and garage locations

10) Smoke detectors required in all bedrooms and bedroom hallways

11) Single plug outlet for sump pump required

12) Any door for egress 30” or more above floor or grade will require stairs and guardrails per code

13) Guardrail height 36” maximum opening between balusters 4”

14) Carbon Monoxide detectors required by state law

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The culvert specifications are as follows:

Sec. 9.601 Approval Required:  No person shall construct a driveway or install a culvert in the Village without obtaining approval from the Village Board.

Sec. 9.602 Grade Surfacetc  \l 2 "Sec. 10.602 Grade Surface": No driveway shall be so constructed or graded to leave a sharp depression or obstruction, in the sidewalk and or street. The grade shall be as near as possible to that of the adjoining sidewalk and street. It shall be unlawful to have the surface of any driveway where crossing the sidewalk constructed of such material making it hazardous for pedestrians, or to have the grade of such portion vary from the grade of the sidewalk and or street, or be other than level. 

Sec. 9.603 Curb Cuts:  Curb cuts are required where a curb and gutter exist.  The curb cut shall be 2 feet wider than the driveway width.

Sec. 9.604 Minimum Culvert Specificationstc  \l 2 "Sec. 10.603 Minimum Culvert Specifications": Any culvert installed in accord with this Article shall be a 12 inch minimum diameter corrugated galvanized steel or material as specified in the "Standard Specifications for Road & Bridge Construction in Illinois," latest edition, or any culvert material otherwise approved by the Illinois Department of Transportation, with flared end sections. The culvert material shall be inspected and approved by the building inspector prior to installation. The total length shall be 5 feet wider than the driveway. The culvert shall be installed to maintain drainage grade specified by the Village Board.



Additional Permit Information:

Sec. 10.104 Payment of Feestc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.104 Payment of Fees":  A building permit shall not be issued unless the applicant has paid all applicable fees to the Village in the amount determined by Sec. 10.103 of this Chapter.  

Sec. 10.105 Revocationtc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.105 Revocation":  A permit shall be revoked by the Building Inspector when it shall be found from personal inspection or from competent evidence that the rules or regulations under which it was issued are not being strictly complied with.

Sec. 10.106 Issuance of Building Permittc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.106 Issuance of Building Permit":  The Building Inspector shall approve or deny issuance of a building permit within five (5) business days for residential property and ten (10) business days for commercial property following the date of filing the application.  The permit, when granted, shall be dated and work for which it was issued shall commence within ninety (90) days and be completed not later than twelve (12) months from the date of permit, otherwise the permit shall be automatically void. Work commenced and appearing to have been abandoned or stopped for a period of thirty (30) days, shall automatically cancel the permit, unless such stoppage is caused by an act of God or other forces beyond the control of the permit holder.  Any work commenced prior to the issuance of a permit and payment of fees required, shall be assessed a fine equal to the permit fee.  Failure to complete the construction with in the twelve (12) month period will result in the requirement to apply for a second permit at double the building permit fee, for a three (3) month period.  No further building permits will be issued without Village Board Approval.  If Board approves additional permits, that permit will be subject to fines and penalties as stated in Section 10.601.

The three (3) month period for any  building permit issued subsequent to the first permit shall begin the day

after expiration of the prior permit notwithstanding when the application for subsequent permit is filed.

Sec. 10.107 Nonconformitytc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.107 Nonconformity":  Any work performed not in strict conformity with the various building, water-sewer, plumbing or electric codes or requirements of the Village, shall be removed and corrected and re-inspected prior to the continuation of any further work being performed.  Failure to obey a "Stop Order" issued by the Building Inspector, or to promptly correct the defect as determined by the Building Inspector, shall be cause for the Village to proceed against the owner, 

contractor, subcontractor, or all, and to cause removal of the defect and in addition, the Village shall refuse service of utilities or to terminate service of utilities serving the premises.

Sec. 10.108 Planstc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.108 Plans":  All information regarding applications, plans, permit fees, inspection fees and charges required, shall be made and furnished to the Village Clerk.  The plans are to remain Village property, and shall be maintained by the Village Clerk and Building Inspector.

Chapter 10, Article I, Section 10.102

Certificate of Occupancy:


1.
No land shall be occupied or used and no building erected, altered or extended shall be used or changed in use unless a Certificate of Occupancy shall have been issued by the Building Inspector.

This means all Building Permits require a Certificate of Occupancy.  The Certificate of Occupancy must be issued by the Building Inspector prior to any occupancy.  Any occupancy prior to receipt of the Certificate of Occupancy will be subject to the following:

Chapter 10, Article VI, Section 10.601- Fines and Other Penaltiestc  \l 1 "Article VI - Fines and Other Penalties"

A.
Any person who violates, disobeys, omits, neglects or refuses to comply with or who resists the enforcement of any of the provisions of this Chapter shall be fined not less than Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each offense. Each day that a violation is permitted to exist shall constitute a separate offense.


B.
In case any building or structure, or part thereof, is erected, constructed, reconstructed, altered, repaired, converted or maintained, or any building, structure, or land is used in violation of this Chapter, the proper authorities of the Village, in addition to other remedies, may institute any appropriate action or proceedings to prevent such unlawful erection, maintenance or use; to restrain, correct or abate such violation; to prevent the occupancy of building, structure or land; or to prevent any illegal act, conduct, business or use in and about such premises.

C. In addition, the Village may cause the removal of the property or defect, at 
            the owners cost and may also place a lien against the premises for the  

            expenses required to enforce this ordinance.

D. The third building permit will be issued with a fine of five (5) times the 
     
originalpermit fee.

BUILDING, PLUMBING, ELECTRICAL AND HOUSING CODES:

Sec. 10.101 - Adoption of Building Codetc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.101 - Adoption of Building Code":  The terms and provisions of the "2000 International Residential Code," or most recent edition, issued by the International Code Council are hereby adopted and incorporated. 

Sec. 10.401 Adoption of Plumbing Codetc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.401 Adoption of Plumbing Code":  There is adopted minimum standards for all plumbing installed within the limits of this Village known as the "Illinois State Plumbing Code" published by the Illinois Department of Public Health, the current addition, and any amendment.

Sec. 10.501 Adoption of Electrical Codetc  \l 2 "Sec. 11.501 Adoption of National Electrical Code":  All electric wiring or other electrical work connected to, any building or structure within the limits of this Village shall be in conformity with the provisions set forth in the “National Electrical Code”.  Nonetheless, aluminum wiring under 3/0 (000) shall not be used.
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Article XIII ‑ Swimming Poolstc  \l 1 "Article XIII ‑ Swimming Pools" 

Sec. 8.1301 Definitiontc  \l 2 "Sec. 9.1301 Definition": A swimming or wading pool is a body of water in an artificial or semi‑artificial receptacle or other container, intended to be used for public, semi‑public, or private swimming by adults or children, and also portable or temporary types of pools of plastic, rubberized cloth, or similar materials installed either above or below grade, over twenty‑four (24) inches in depth or with a surface area exceeding two hundred fifty (250) square feet and with a capacity of three thousand (3,000) gallons or more, and as used in this Chapter shall mean and include dressing and locker rooms, toilets, showers, areas and enclosures that are intended for the use of persons using the pool. A private pool is a swimming or wading pool used or intended to be used solely by the owner, operator, or lessee and his family, and by friends invited to use it without payment of any fee. 

A public swimming pool is used or intended to be used for public or semi‑public swimming, 

shall include dressing rooms, locker rooms, toilets, showers, and other areas and enclosures that are intended for the use of persons using the pool. 

Sec. 8.1302 Construction and Operationtc  \l 2 "Sec. 9.1302 Construction and Operation": Public swimming pools, their equipment and operation, shall comply with the Minimum Sanitary Requirements for Swimming Pools of the Illinois Department of Public Health. Pools and equipment shall not extend into the required front and side yards provided for in this Chapter and shall be subject to the provisions provided. No family pool shall be located, designed, operated, or maintained as to interfere with the owners of property adjoining the family pool or located in the neighborhood. No person or organization shall proceed to construct a swimming pool or make alterations to an existing pool without first having obtained a permit, issued and signed by the Building Inspector upon approval of the application. No permit is required for erection of a portable pool if the capacity of such pool is three thousand (3,000) gallons or less. A permit shall be valid for the life of the swimming pool. Application for a permit shall contain such information and drawings as required by the Building Inspector. No swimming pool or alterations shall be built without the written approval of the County Health Department, if applicable, and a copy of approval shall accompany the application for a Building Permit. The water supply, drainage, recirculation system, and water disinfection system of private pools shall conform to the standards, of the County Health Department. No private or public pool shall be erected or altered so as to place any portion nearer to a street lot line than the building line setback provided by this Chapter.  On a corner lot, no swimming pool shall be erected or altered so as to bring any portion of the fence of the pool as is required in this Chapter nearer to the front street lot line than provided by this Chapter.  No swimming pool shall be erected or altered on any lot so as to permit its location in any side yard or rear yard nearer than ten (10) feet from any dwelling located on an adjoining lot and not less than three (3) feet from any side or rear lot line.  A fence or wall shall be installed and maintained to completely surround a pool, except in the case of a portable above ground installation; however, if the premises are enclosed by a fence or wall, then this fence or wall shall not be required.  The fence or wall shall be an effective barrier to small children and be at least forty-eight (48) inches high.  Gates shall be equipped with self-closing and self-latching devices and shall be provided with a key-operated device.  A pool shall be kept locked except when in use.  All portable, above ground pools shall provide an area thirty-two (32) square feet in size of impervious material that shall be constructed around the point where swimmers climb into the pool.  Lights used to illuminate any family pool shall be so arranged and shaded as to reflect light away from adjoining premises.  It shall be unlawful for any person to make, continue, or cause to be made or continued at any family pool any loud, unnecessary, or unusual noise or any noise which annoys, disturbs,  or is dangerous to the comfort,  health, peace, or safety of others.  In the operation of a family pool, the use or permitting the use or operation of any radio, receiving set, musical instrument, phonograph, or other machine or device for the producing or reproducing of sound in such manner as to disturb the peace, quiet, and comfort of the neighboring inhabitants or at any time with louder volume than is necessary for convenient hearing of the persons who are in the family pool premises shall be unlawful.  Every person using an outdoor family pool shall wear a bathing suit or other suitable garment to protect his person from indecent exposure.
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SWIMMING POOLS

There are several code requirements for the installation and use of swimming pools.  A swimming

pool is any structure that has a water depth of over 24 inches in depth or deeper.  Permanently

installed above ground, on-ground or in-ground pools require building permits.  Storable or wading

pools (regardless of depth) do not require permits.

Barrier Requirements:

These design controls are intended to provide protection against potential drowning and near drowning

by restricting access to swimming pools.  The neighborhood needs to be protected from potential drowning.

Pools come with a lot of liability.

Regardless if the pool is above ground, on-ground, or in-ground, storable or wading pool (including hot tubs

and spas) barriers are required and shall comply with the following:

1. The top of the barrier shall be at least 48 inches above the grade measured on the side of the

barrier, which faces away from the swimming pool.  There shall be no more than 2 inches between 

the bottom of the barrier and the ground.  If a barrier is mounted on the pool the maximum vertical clearance between the top of the pool and the bottom of the barrier shall be no more than 4 inches.

2. Openings in the barrier shall not allow passage of a 4-inch-diameter sphere.

3. Solid barriers such as stonewalls shall not have indentations or protrusions.

4. Access gates shall be equipped to accommodate a locking device.  Pedestrians access gates shall open 

outward away from the pool and shall be self-closing and have a self-latching device.  The release

mechanism shall be located on the poolside of the gate.

5. Where an above ground pool structure is used as a barrier ore where the barrier is mounted on top of the 

pool structure, the means of access is a ladder or step, then the ladder or steps shall be capable of being secured, locked or removed to prevent access, or the ladder or steps shall be surrounded by a barrier described in #1.

Electrical Requirements:
For storable swimming pools or wading pools equipped with pool filter pumps shall be connected to a grounded supply cord and powered from a GFCI protected receptacle.

For all permanent pools, wiring details shall be provided to the inspector for code compliance and be installed

by an authorized agent or licensed electrician.
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
