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CHAPTER 11 ‑‑ OPERATION OF THE WATERWORKS SYSTEM

Article I - Generaltc  \l 1 "Article I - General"
The President and Board of Trustees are hereby authorized to appoint a Public Works Administrator and other employees, and the Administrator shall have the general management and control of the waterworks system, subject to the supervision of the President, Board of Trustees and the Water and Sewer Committee. If the Village elects not to appoint a Public Works Administrator, the Chairman of the Village Water and Sewer Committee shall have general authority and control of the waterworks system, subject to the supervision of the President and Board of Trustees.

Sec. 11.101  Private Water Systems Prohibitedtc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.101  Private Water Systems Prohibited": No person having his residence or place of business within the Village shall be permitted to secure potable water for their residence, or place of business, other than via the water mains of the Village. No person shall construct any new well within the corporate limits of the Village. Abandoned wells shall be sealed in accordance with the State of Illinois requirements.

Sec. 11.102  Connection to Public Water Main Requiredtc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.102  Connection to Public Water Main Required": In all cases where a public water main is installed, or may be installed in any street, alley, public way or easement in the Village, all users located on any lot or parcel of real estate fronting, abutting on or within a distance of one hundred feet (100') from the public water main to the nearest property line of the subdivided lot, or parcel of real estate on any street, alley, public way or easement, shall at their expense make connection to the public water main within three (3) months after the installation of the public water main.

Sec. 11.103  Application for Water Service:tc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.103  Application for Water Service" Water service shall be furnished upon filing of an application for that purpose with the Village Clerk. Each applicant desiring the water shall deposit with his application the sum of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) before any water is turned on. For any applicant requesting service outside the Village limits, this deposit shall be in the amount of Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00). The deposit shall be known as a security deposit and shall be held by the Village as security for the payment of water used by the applicant and may be applied when any default is made in payment of a water bill. Security deposit shall be held by the Village as security for the payment of water used by the applicant and will be applied to the final bill, any credit will be refunded to user at the closing of the account. Any change of residence by an applicant within the corporate limits of the Village after submission of a security deposit shall not require an additional security deposit upon application for new water service. 

By making application for and accepting the supply of water and related services from the Village, the applicant accepts all the requirements and limitations set forth in this ordinance.

Sec. 11.104  Application for New Water Servicetc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.104  Application for New Water Service":  (Ord. 06-09, 10/19/06) (Ord. 06-04, 3/16/06)

1. The following regulations shall apply to users who connect to the Village waterworks system:


A.
All connections to the Village waterworks system by residential, business and commercial customers shall be made after the payment of the water connection fee for the primary meter, in the amount of $300. Fees shall be paid at the time of application for the building permit. The water connection fee shall include a meter, remote read meter and necessary wiring, shut off valves on both sides of the meter, one curb valve, valve box and extension as specified by the Village Water and Sewer Committee. No service line may be covered before the Village Water Operator or Public Works Administrator inspects all connections, and approves of the installation. Water billing shall begin when the inspection is complete. In cases where the meter is larger than 5/8”- - 3/4", or a secondary meter is approved, all cost incurred by the Village above $300, shall be added to the cost of the application. 


B.
There shall be a water connection fee of $500 for the installation of a building sprinkler system for fire protection.  Fees shall be paid at the time of application.  The water connection fee shall include a meter, remoter read meter and necessary wiring.  The applicant will incur any costs above $300 for the meter.  The Village Water Operator or Public Works Administrator must inspect all connections and approve the installation.  Water billing shall begin when the inspection is complete.


C.
Any service or private line greater than one hundred fifty (150) feet in length shall require a meter pit with valves at the junction with the Village main. The cost of the meter pit, valves and installation shall be paid by the applicant. Specifications for the meter pit and valves are to be approved by the Village Board. 


D.
It shall be illegal to connect any private or other water system to the Village waterworks system, or to connect the same to the water lines on any user’s property, if such lines are connected to the Village waterworks system. 


E.
Any connections to the waterworks system after the effective date of this Ordinance. All users shall be allowed one water meter, except as provided. 


F.
Curb valves are required on all lots or parcels and must be installed at the property line at lot corners not in driveways.


2.
Connections to the Village waterworks system for the benefit of users outside of the corporate limits of the Village shall be subject to any terms and conditions provided for by the Village, including, but not limited to: 


A.
In the event there is more than one user of water on any private service connected to the Village mains, each such user shall furnish a meter and curb valve and have it installed at his property line under the supervision of the Village. 


B.
All private services so extended from existing Village mains shall be repaired and maintained by the users, and the Village shall have no responsibility for the repair and maintenance of any private services. 


C.
In the event there is more than one user of water on any private service so connected to the Village mains, the individual meters installed on each property owner's lot shall be used as the basis for charging and billing for such water, provided that if the master water meter connected in the private service shall show or indicate a greater consumption of water than the aggregate of the private meters of the users connected to the service, the excess shown by the master meter shall be charged to the owner of the master meter. 


D.
Each user connecting to any private service shall pay the Village double the current primary meter rates applicable to the users of water within the Village.  Refer to Section 11.111 of this Chapter.  Water tap on connection fee is $600.00

E.
The provisions of service and supply to users outside the corporate limits of the Village are subject to the right of the Village to terminate service when it is determined by the Village Board that termination is necessary in order to provide service to users within the Village. 


F.
Any user who shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction pay a fine of not less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00). A separate offense shall be determined committed for each day during or on which a violation occurs or continues. 


G.
The following applies to all connections to the Village’s waterworks system after the effective date of this Ordinance: each single family residence, each apartment unit for single family occupancy, each duplex unit for single family occupancy and all commercial buildings or units of whatever nature, or size, shall be allowed only one water meter. 


3.
The Village waterworks system shall allow a second meter where the usage of water from the meter does not result in that water being discharged to the sanitary sewer. This second meter shall be referred to as the secondary meter, and the original meter shall be referred to as the primary meter. In order for a user to obtain a secondary meter, a user must request a meter from the Public Works Administrator. The Village shall approve or disapprove the secondary meter request. If it is approved, the following conditions apply: 


(a)
User shall pay for all costs associated with the installation of the secondary meter and such costs and items for installation are specified in Section 11.104(1)(A).


(b)
The water rates for the secondary meter are determined in Section 11.111 of this Chapter.


(c)
A final inspection and approval by the Public Works Administrator of the secondary meter and installation will be required.


4.
The Village waterworks system shall allow businesses to install and connect to the waterworks system a sprinkler system for fire protection upon fulfilling the following conditions:

(a) Payment of a $500 tap on fee as provided for in Section 11.104(1)(A);

(b) Certification by the Public Works Administrator that the fire building sprinkler system for fire prevention was installed pursuant to state plumbing codes including RPZ;

(c) Village waterworks system has been provided a copy of the water flow plan by zones;

(d) An agreement to coordinate any testing of the system with the Village of Goodfield and the Village Water Operator.
Sec. 11.105  Village's Responsibility and Liabilitytc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.105  Village's Responsibility and Liability": The Village shall own and maintain the complete water system, water mains, and service lines to the property lines. The curb valve shall be installed on the user's property line or point determined by the Public Works Administrator or Village Water Operator. The meter may be located near the curb valve or within the user's premises as determined by the Public Works Administrator or Village Water Operator. The meter and curb valve must be located where it is accessible.

The Village may refuse additional service to any applicant if the capacity of the system will not permit such use. 

All water service supplied by the Village shall be upon the express condition that the Village shall not be liable nor shall any claim be made against it for damages or injury caused by reason of shutting off water for repair, cleaning, making connections, relocation, or expansion of any part of the system, or failure of any part of the system or for concentration of water for such purposes as fire fighting or restricted use of water. No claim shall be made against the Village by reason of the breaking of any service pipe or curb valve or damage arising from shutting off of water for repairing, laying or relaying mains, hydrants or other connections or repairing any part of the water system or from failure of the water supply or by increasing the water pressure at any time, or from concentration or restricted use of water as above. 

The Village shall reserve the right to use the water from the user's facilities at any time considered necessary. No charge shall be made by the user for the use of his facilities and no charge shall be made by the Village for the water used. 

Sec. 11.106  User's Responsibilitytc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.106  User's Responsibility": The user shall be responsible for installation and maintenance of the service lines between the curb valve and the residence or business. Such service lines must be at least 3/4" in diameter, and must be installed at a minimum depth of four (4) feet. Service lines must have a minimum working pressure rating of 160 psi at 73.4 degrees F and must be constructed of one of the following types of materials: Copper, (Type K), polyvinyl chloride (PVC) polyethylene or polybutylene. Services lines must not be covered until they are inspected and approved by the Village Water Operator. The user will not connect any service line or any plumbing connected with the service line to any other water source. The service line must meet any requirements of the State of Illinois, Environmental Protection Agency. 

Tracer wire is required and it is the user’s responsibility to install tracer wire on the service line from the water main to the building.

The curb valve shall be the responsibility of the user until the Certificate of Occupancy is issued.

At that time the Village is responsible for the curb valve to the main.

The user shall permit the meter to be located upon his property. 

The user shall give easements and rights‑of‑way as necessary to the Village and allow access for the purposes of construction, repair, testing, maintenance, meter reading, relocation or expansion of the water system. No user shall in any manner obstruct access to any valves, meter or opening to the system or obstruct the flow or retention of water within the system on public or private property. 

No user shall tamper, adjust, damage, or in any manner interfere with the components or operation of the water system owned by the Village.  Shutoff valves and fire hydrants shall be opened only by a representative of the Village. Penalty for tampering, damaging, adjusting, or interfering with the components or operation of the system shall be not less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each offense. The user misusing water in such unlawful manner shall be liable to pay for the same. All fines and charges for water used shall be paid to the Village. If the penalty is not paid within 30 days after the amount is determined and appropriate notice is given, the Village shall shut off the water service. The amount of penalty shall be determined by the Board of Trustees. 

In addition to the penalty, the user responsible shall reimburse the Village for the actual cost of repairing any damage arising from the user's act. Users shall report any known evidence of tampering, adjusting, damaging, or interfering with operation of the system to the Public Works Administrator. Any malicious act or damage to the system that is not appropriately punishable by the foregoing shall be prosecuted through a court of law.  Water purchased from the Village may be used for domestic, commercial or industrial use upon the premises of the user provided: 


A.
No user shall resell or permit the resale of water purchased from the Village. 


B.
For rental units, if more than one family unit is located upon the premises then the owner shall make application for each family unit.  

C. For multi family residential dwellings where each unit is owned by the user, a 

separate curb valve, meter and service line shall be installed for each family unit.

Sec. 11.107  Extension of Mainstc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.107  Extension of Mains": The Board of Trustees shall first determine if an extension of water main is feasible based on the estimated cost of the extension and the number of potential users that will use water along the extension. If the extension is economically feasible then the Village may install and pay the cost of the extension at the discretion of the Board of Trustees. If the Village elects not to pay the cost of extending the water main then the users desiring water service shall install the extension at their own expense upon written consent of the Board of Trustees. The Village shall not pay for any extensions to an undeveloped area unless it determines there are sufficient residents or businesses to make the extension feasible.

All extensions shall be equipped with tracer wire, for locating purposes.

A Subdivision of land presently within the Village limits, which occurs subsequent to the enactment of this Ordinance Section, shall provide the subdivision with a complete water main system. 

The Subdivider shall submit plans and specifications for the proposed water main extension to the Village for review and approval. Approval may be granted after review by Village engineers and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency, subject to the approval of the Planning and Zoning Commission and determination by the Village Board that the necessary capacity exists to serve the proposed subdivision. Fire hydrants shall be provided at no more than Six Hundred (600) foot intervals within a subdivision. The cost of reviews by the Village engineers shall be paid by the Subdivider. 

Upon completion of the water main extension and inspection by the Village Engineer, ownership, rights‑of‑way, and title to the extensions shall be conveyed to the Village. 

Any lot owner or subdivider extending a main onto their property or installing a distribution system within a subdivision shall extend the main to the edge of the abutting property for the benefit of that property owner.  The precise location of any such extension to the abutting property shall be approved in advance by the Village, which shall determine the most advantageous location of the extension to the abutting property.

Sec. 11.108  Change in Occupancy and Payment of Chargestc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.108  Change in Occupancy and Payment of Charges": Any user requesting a termination of service shall give notice to the Village ten (10) days prior to the date termination of service is desired. The meter shall be read by the Village and the user will be invoiced. 

If the user is not the owner of the premises, the user shall be primarily responsible for payment of all charges and the property owner shall be secondarily responsible for all charges not paid by the user and not satisfied by the security deposit. 

There shall be no charge for transferring the water service to the subsequent user except the security deposit required. 

Sec. 11.109  Payment of Bills and Extra Service Chargestc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.109  Payment of Bills and Extra Service Charges": (Ord. 04-14; 7/15/04)Water meters shall be read on or about the twenty seventh day of each month and invoices shall be prepared. Invoices shall be delinquent on the 27th day of the month. 

Whenever any meter, by reason of its being out of repair, or for any cause fails properly to register the water usage, or when weather or other conditions prevent the reading of meters, the consumer shall be charged at the rate shown for the corresponding time of the previous year. If no record of the previous year exists, then it shall be the duty of the Public Works Administrator or Village Water Operator to estimate the amount of water consumed during the month, and the user shall be invoiced for the estimated usage. 

All charges are to be paid at the Goodfield Village Hall. 

There will be a ten percent (10%) penalty added to each bill that is unpaid after the due date. In the event that any bill becomes delinquent for a period of thirty (30) days, the Village shall notify the Public Works Administrator, the user and the property owner. If payment is not received, the Public Works Administrator or Village Water Operator shall cause the delinquent water service to be shut off seven (7) days after the mailing of notice. No liability shall be incurred by the Village or any of its employees by reason of the shut‑off. An additional Twenty‑Five Dollars ($25.00) shut-off notice fee shall be made for the delinquent notice. 

Any person who issues a check or other draft that is not honored upon presentment, shall be liable in the amount of $25, or for all costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, incurred by any person in connection with the collection of the amount for which the check or other draft was written, whichever is greater, and shall be liable for interest upon the amount of the check or other draft at the rate provided by Illiniois law.  Costs and expenses shall include reasonable costs and expenses incurred in the nonlitigated collection of the check or other draft.

The Village, or its designee, may at its discretion decline to accept checks or other drafts as payment for water usage from users who have on two or more occasions presented checks or other drafts that have been returned for insufficient funds.  The user may appeal a decision to deny acceptance of checks or other drafts for water usage to the Village Board at its regularly scheduled meeting. 

For violating any of the foregoing rules or for the nonpayment of water bills, the Village reserves the right to turn off the water service with notice.  After the water service has been turned off water service will not be restored until delinquent bills and penalties are paid, plus a charge of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) for turning off and on the water service.  No water service will be furnished to any person who is indebted to the Village on account of water consumed, material or repairs.

Sec. 11.110 Delinquent Bills; Liens; Notice to Owner:

Whenever the charges for water service or other charges assessed are not paid by the due date, charges shall be declared to be delinquent, and after the Village shall has sent out any required notices, the Village shall have a lien upon the real estate.

Sec. 11.111  Rate Scheduletc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.110  Rate Schedule": (Ord. 06-09, 10/16/06) (Ord. 05-06, 6/16/05) (Ord. 04-13; 7/15/04)

1. Residential/Business Meters (Primary Meters)


A.
Minimum Monthly Billing is $6.25


B.
First 1,000 gallons used at $6.25


C.
Next 4,000 gallons used at $4.00 per 1,000 gallons


D.
Next 15,000 gallons used at $3.00 per 1,000 gallons


E.
Over 20,000 gallons used at $2,50 per 1,000 gallons

2. Secondary Meter or Multiple Use Meters

A. Minimum Monthly Billing is $6.25

B. Each 1,000 gallons used at $6.25 per 1,000 gallons

3. Water used during construction:


The Building permit fee will include a Thirty Five Dollar ($35.00) charge for water 


used for building and construction purposes.  Excessive water usage will be billed


at the discretion of the Village Board.

4. Outside Municipal Limits Meters

A. Minimum Monthly Billing is $12.50

B. Each 1,000 gallons used at $12.50 per 1,000 gallons

5.  Bulk Water Sales


A minimum billing for all bulk water sales will include a Twenty Dollar ($20.00)


hookup charge plus a water usage fee of $12.50 per 1,000 gallons.  Bulk water sales 

include the use of water for fires outside the corporate boundaries of the Village.

The minimum monthly charge shall be due and payable regardless of water usage.

6. Building Sprinkler Systems for Fire Protection

A. A minimum monthly billing fee of $40;

B. Each 1,000 gallons used at $6.25 per 1,000 gallons

C. Water usage for testing a building sprinkler system will be billed at $6.25 per 1,000 gallons.  However, no charge will be levied for water used by a building sprinkler system located within the Village to extinguish a fire on the premises.

Article II ‑ Cross Connection Control

Sec. 11.201  Installationtc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.201  Installation": If accordance with the Illinois Plumbing Code or the judgment of the Public Works Administrator or Village Water Operator, an approved backflow prevention device is necessary for the safety of the Village waterworks system, the Village Water Operator will give notice to the water user to install such an approved device immediately. The water user shall, at his own expense, install such an approved device in accordance with the Illinois Plumbing Code and all applicable local regulations, and shall have inspections and tests made of approved devices as required by the Illinois Plumbing Code and local regulations with written reports submitted to the Village Water Operator by June 10, annually. 

Only cross‑connection control devices which are approved by the Research Foundation for Cross Connection Control of the University of Southern California, American Water Works Association, American Society of Sanitary Engineering, or American National Standards Institute or certified by the National Sanitation Foundation to be in compliance with applicable industry specifications shall be used. Installation of approved devices shall be made as specified by the Research Foundation for Cross Connection Control of the University of Southern California, American Water Works Association, American Society of Sanitary Engineering, or American National Standards Institute. Maintenance as recommended by the manufacturer of the device shall be performed. Manufacturer's maintenance manual shall be available on‑site. 

Sec. 11.202  Prohibition of Private Supply Systemtc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.202  Prohibition of Private Supply System": No user shall establish or permit to be established or maintain or permit to be maintained any connection whereby a private, auxiliary or emergency water supply other than the regular Village water supply may enter the supply or distribution system of the municipality, unless private, auxiliary or emergency water supply and the method of connection and use of supply shall have been approved by the Board of Trustees and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency. 

Sec. 11.203  Surveys and Investigations as to Hazardstc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.203  Surveys and Investigations as to Hazards": It shall be the duty of the Board of Trustees to cause surveys and investigations to be made of industrial and other properties served by the Village water supply to determine whether actual or potential hazards to the Village water supply may exist. The surveys and investigations shall be made a matter of public record and shall be repeated at least every two years, or as often as the Board of Trustees requires. 

Sec. 11.204  Right of Entrytc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.204  Right of Entry": The Board of Trustees through a licensed plumber or an approved cross‑connection control device inspector as its authorized agent shall have the right to enter at any reasonable time any property served by a connection to the public water supply or distribution system of the Village, for the purpose of verifying the presence or absence of cross‑connections or for the purpose of verifying information submitted by the customer regarding the required cross‑connection control inspection. On demand, the owner, lessees or occupants of any property so served shall furnish to the Board of Trustees any information which it may request regarding the piping system or systems or water use on the property. The refusal of information, when demanded, shall, within the discretion of the Board, be considered evidence of the presence of improper connections as provided in this ordinance. 

Sec. 11.205  Discontinued Servicetc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.205  Discontinued Service": The Board of Trustees is authorized to discontinue, after ten (10) days written notice to the occupant, the water service to any property where any connection in violation of the provisions of this Ordinance is known to exist, and to take such other precautionary measures without notice as it may determine necessary to eliminate any danger of contamination of the water supply distribution mains. Such written notice may be either delivered personally to the occupant, or may be sent  by certified mail, return receipt requested. Water service to such property shall not be restored until such conditions have been eliminated or corrected in compliance with the provisions of this Ordinance, and until a reconnection fee of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) is paid to the Village. 

Sec. 11.206  Back Siphoned Material and Contaminationtc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.206  Backsiphoned Material and Contamination": The user responsible for back siphoned material or contamination through backflow, if contamination of the potable water supply system occurs through an illegal cross connection or an improperly installed, maintained, or repaired device, or a device which has been bypassed, must bear the cost of clean‑up of the potable water supply system, including all costs associated with the enforcement of this Ordinance, including attorneys' fees and court costs incurred by the Village. 

Sec. 11.207  Future Regulationstc  \l 2 "Sec. 12.207  Future Regulations": The Board of Trustees shall adopt such regulations as they shall require to promote the elimination or control of existing cross connections.
