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CHAPTER 12 ‑‑ OPERATION OF THE PUBLIC SEWERS

Article I - Use of Public Sewers Required

Generaltc  \l 1 "Article I - Use of Public Sewers Required"
The President and Board of Trustees are authorized to appoint a Public Works Administrator and other employees, and the Administrator shall have the general management and control of the sewer system, subject to the supervision of the President, Board of Trustees and the Water and Sewer Committee.  If the Village elects not to appoint an Administrator of the Sewer Department, the Chairman of the Village Water and Sewer Committee shall have the general management and control of the sewer system, subject to the supervision of the President and Board of Trustees.

Sec. 12.101  Waste Deposittc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.101  Waste Deposit": It shall be unlawful for any person to place, deposit, or permit to be deposited any human or animal excrement, garbage or other objectionable waste in any unsanitary manner on public or private property within the Village or in any area under the jurisdiction of the Village.

Sec. 12.102  Discharge of Sewagetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.102  Discharge of Sewage": It shall be unlawful to discharge to any natural outlet within the Village, or in any area under the jurisdiction of the Village, any sewage or other polluted waters, except where suitable treatment has been provided in accordance with provisions of this ordinance. 

Sec. 12.103 Construction of Facility for Disposal of Sewagetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.103 Construction of Facility for Disposal of Sewage": Except as provided, it shall be unlawful to construct or maintain any outside toilet, septic tank, cesspool, or other facility intended or used for the disposal of sewage. 

Sec. 12.104  Connection to Public Sewer Requiredtc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.104  Proper Sewer Connections": The owner of all houses, buildings, or properties used for human occupancy, employment, recreation, or other purposes situated within the Village and abutting on any street, alley or right of way in which there is now located or may in the future be located any public sanitary sewer of the Village, is required at their expense to install suitable toilet facilities and connect to the facilities directly with the proper public sewer in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance, within ninety (90) days after date of official notice to do so, provided that said public sewer is within 100 feet of the property line.

Sec. 12.105  Tracer Wire Required:  It is the user’s responsibility to install tracer wire on the service line from the sewer main to the building.

Sec. 12.106  Village’s Responsibility and Liabilitytc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.105  Liability": The Village shall own and maintain the complete sewer system and service lines to the property line.  The Village shall not be liable, nor shall any claim be made against it for damages or injury caused by reason of the breaking of any sewer and service lines,  or for any interruption of service by reason of the breakage of machinery, or by reason of stoppage, alterations, extensions, or removals. 

Article II - Private Sewage Disposaltc  \l 1 "Article II - Private Sewage Disposal"
Sec. 12.201  Connection to Private Sewage Disposaltc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.201  Connection to Private Sewage Disposal": Where a public sanitary sewer is not available under the provisions of Article II, Section 12.104, the building sewer shall be connected to a private sewage disposal system complying with the provisions of this Article. 

Sec. 12.202  Application for Permittc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.202  Application for Permit": Before commencement of construction of a private sewage disposal system the owner shall first contact the County Health Department who has jurisdiction over such systems. 

Sec. 12.203  Final Inspection for Permittc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.203  Final Inspection for Permit": A permit for a private sewage disposal system shall not become effective until the installation is completed to the satisfaction of the appropriate County Health Department.  

Sec. 12.204  Type, Capacity, Location and Layouttc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.204  Type, Capacity, Location and Layout": The type, capacity, location, and layout of a private sewage disposal system shall comply with all recommendations of the State of Illinois Private Sewage Disposal Licensing Act and Code and with the State of Illinois Environmental Protection Agency and the County Health Department. No permit shall be issued for any private sewage disposal system employing subsurface soil absorption facilities where the area of the lot is less than 13,000 square feet.  No septic tank or cesspool shall be permitted to discharge to any natural outlet. 

Sec. 12.205  Availability of Public Sewer Connectiontc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.205  Availability of Public Sewer Connection": At such time as a public sewer becomes available to a property served by a private sewage disposal system, as provided in Article II, Section 12.104, a direct connection shall be made to the public sewer in compliance with this ordinance, and any septic tanks, cesspools, and similar private sewage disposal facilities shall be abandoned. 

Sec. 12.206  Maintenancetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.206  Maintenance": The owner shall operate and maintain the private sewage disposal facilities in a sanitary manner at all times at no expense to the Village. 

Sec. 12.207  Additional Requirementstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.207  Additional Requirements": No statement contained in this Article shall interfere with any additional requirements that may be imposed by the appropriate County Health Department. 

Article III - Building Sewers and Connectionstc  \l 1 "Article III - Building Sewers and Connections"
Sec. 12.301  Authorizationtc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.301  Authorization": No person other than authorized agents of the Village, shall uncover, make any connections with, or opening into; use; alter; or disturb any public sewer or equipment. 

Sec. 12.302  Standardstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.302  Standards": All disposal by any person into the sewer is unlawful except those discharges in compliance with those set forth by Federal Standards promulgated pursuant to the Federal Act and more stringent State and local standards. 

Sec. 12.303  Residential/Commercial/Industrial Permitstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.303  Residential/Commercial/Industrial Permits": The owner or his agent shall make application on a building permit furnished by the Village. The permit application shall be supplemented by any plans, specifications, or other information considered pertinent in the judgment of the Village Board. A permit and connection fee of Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) for a residential or commercial building sewer permit shall be paid to the Village at the time the building permit is obtained. Industrial waste producers, as a condition of building permit authorization, must provide information describing its wastewater components, characteristics, and type of activity. The permit and connection fee for all industrial waste producers shall be determined by the Village Board. In no case shall the fee be less than Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00). By making application for and/or accepting service of the sewer system from the Village, the applicant accepts the requirements and limitations set forth in this ordinance. 

Sec. 12.304  Tap on Fees:  (Ord. 06-03, 03/16/06)  In any area where the Village has negotiated tap on fees, the development within the area will require additional tap on fees to be paid by the Developer.  Connections to the Village Sewer System for the benefit of users outside of the corporate limits of the Village shall be subject to any terms and conditions provided for by the Village, including but not limited to:


A.
Sewer tap on fee:
$600.00

Sec. 12.305  Reserve Capacitytc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.304  Reserve Capacity": A building sewer permit will only be issued and a sewer connection shall only be allowed if it can be demonstrated that the  sewage facilities, including sewers, pump stations and wastewater treatment facilities, have sufficient capacity to handle the anticipated load. 

Sec. 12.306  Costs and Expensestc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.305  Costs and Expenses": All costs and expenses incident to the installation and connection of the building sewer shall be the owner’s responsibility. The owner shall indemnify the Village for any loss or damage that may be incurred by the installation of the building sewer. 

Sec. 12.307  Provisions for Buildingstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.306  Provisions for Buildings": A separate and independent building sewer shall be provided for each building, except where one building stands at the rear of another on an interior lot and no private sewer is available or cannot  be constructed to the rear building, the building sewer from the front building may be extended to the rear building and the whole considered as one sewer service. 

Sec. 12.308  Use of Old Building Sewerstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.307  Use of Old Building Sewers": Old building sewers may be used in connection with new buildings only when they meet all requirements of this ordinance. 

Sec. 12.309  Construction Materials of a Building Sewertc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.308  Construction Materials of a Building Sewer": The size, slope, alignment, materials of construction of a building sewer, and the methods used in excavating, placing of the pipe, jointing, testing, and backfilling the trench, shall conform to the requirements of the building and plumbing code or applicable rules and regulations of the Village and it’s Engineer. In the absence of code provisions or in amplification thereof, the materials and procedures set forth in appropriate specifications of the American Society of Testing Materials, Water Pollution Control Federation Manual of Practice, current addition and Standard Specifications for Water and Sewer Main Construction in Illinois shall apply.  Sewer service lines must be a minimum of SDR26.

Sec. 12.310  Drainagetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.309  Drainage": Where possible, the building sewer shall be brought to the building at an elevation below the basement floor. In all buildings in which any building drain is too low to permit gravity flow to the public sewer, sanitary sewage carried by such building drain shall be lifted by a means which is approved in accordance with Article III, Section 12.302, and discharged to the building sewer. 

Sec. 12.311  Connection  to Public Sanitary Sewertc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.310  Connection Directly or Indirectly to Public Sanitary Sewer": No person(s) shall make connection of roof downspouts, exterior foundation drains, areaway drains, or other sources of surface runoff or groundwater to a building sewer or building drain connected to a public sanitary sewer. 

Sec. 12.312  Applicable Rules and Regulationstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.311  Applicable Rules and Regulations": The connection of the building sewer into the public sewer shall conform to the requirements of the building and plumbing code, or applicable rules and regulations of the Village Engineer, or the procedures set forth in  specifications of the American Society of Testing Materials, Water Pollution Control Federation Manual of Practice, current edition and Standard Specifications for Water and Sewer Main Construction in Illinois. Such connections shall be made gastight and watertight. Any deviation from the prescribed procedures and materials must be approved by the Village Engineer before installation. 

Sec. 12.313  Notification of Inspection and Connectiontc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.312  Notification of Inspection and Connection": The applicant for the building sewer permit shall notify the Public Works Administrator when the building sewer is ready for inspection and connection to the public sewer. The connection shall be made under the supervision of the Public Works Administrator or Village Sewer Operator. 

Sec. 12.314  Adequately Guarded Excavationstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.313  Adequately Guarded Excavations": All excavations for building sewer installation shall be adequately guarded with barricades and lights to protect the public from hazard. Streets, sidewalks, parkways, and other public property disturbed in the course of the work shall be restored in a satisfactory manner to the Village Board. 

Sec. 12.315  Terms and Conditions Established by the Villagetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.314  Terms and Conditions Established by the Village": Any connections to the Village sewer system for the benefit of persons, businesses, or property outside the corporate limits of the Village shall be subject to any terms and conditions established by the Village, including: 


A.
Each property owner connected to the sewer system shall be responsible to and shall pay the Village double the prevailing rates applicable to the users of services within the Village. 


B.
The provisions of service and supply to users outside the corporate limits of the Village is subject to the right of the Village to permanently or temporarily terminate such service when it is determined by the Village Board that termination is necessary in order to provide adequate service to users within the Village. 

Sec.  12.316  Pressure Sewage and Grinder Pumps:  The Village Board shall have the authority to approve the use of pressure sewage and grinder pumps within residential subdivisions of the Village.  Each lot in residential subdivisions that have been approved by the Village Board for the use of a low-pressure sanitary sewer system shall be equipped with a sewage grinder pump.  Each lot owner in the subdivision shall, at owner’s sole cost and expense, install, maintain, repair, or replace a sewage grinder pump and all necessary appurtenances as may be required from time to time by the Village Board in connection with the use of the low pressure sewage system within that subdivision.  All installation, maintenance, repair, or replacement of the sewage grinder pump shall be done through a contractor designated by the Village of Goodfield to ensure quality installation, maintenance and compliance with Village ordinances.  The developer of the residential subdivision for which a low pressure sanitary sewer system has been approved by the Village Board, and the developer’s successors in interest, shall reserve an easement over lots and common areas within the subdivision, which easement shall inure to the benefit of the Village for the purpose of providing to the Village, its employees and agents, or designated contractors, access to the grinder pumps which serve the low pressure sanitary sewer, for purposes of monitoring, maintenance, repair, or replacement of the grinder pumps and appurtenant structures or installations.

Article IV - Use of the Public Sewerstc  \l 1 "Article IV - Use of the Public Sewers"
Sec. 12.401  Discharge to any Sanitary Sewertc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.401  Discharge to any Sanitary Sewer": No person shall discharge, or cause to be discharged, any storm water, surface water, groundwater, roof runoff, subsurface drainage, uncontaminated cooling water, or unpolluted industrial process waters to any sanitary sewer. 

Sec. 12.402  Discharge to Storm Sewerstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.402  Discharge to Storm Sewers" (Ord.04-14; 7/15/04):  Storm water and other unpolluted drainage shall be discharged to sewers specifically designated as storm sewers, or to a natural outlet approved by the Village Engineer.  Industrial cooling water or unpolluted process waters may be discharged on approval of the Village Engineer, to a storm sewer, or natural outlet.  Sump pump discharge lines and downspout drains should terminate no closer than 10 feet to Village right of way.  No person or entity shall connect a sump pump or downspout into any storm sewer, except where the storm sewer can adequately accept the discharge, as determined by the Village Engineer.

Sec. 12.403  Discharge of Waters or Wastes to Public Sewerstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.403  Discharge of Waters or Wastes to Public Sewers": No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged any of the following described waters or wastes to any public sewers: 


A.
Any gasoline, benzene, naphtha, fuel oil, or other flammable or explosive liquid, solid, or gas. 


B.
Any waters or wastes containing toxic or poisonous solids, liquids, or gases, either singly or by interaction with other wastes, to injure or interfere with any sewage treatment process, constitute a hazard to humans or animals, create a public nuisance, or create any hazard in the receiving waters of the sewage treatment system. 


C.
Any waters or wastes having a pH lower than 5.5 or having other corrosive properties capable of causing damage or hazard to structures, equipment, and personnel of the sewage treatment system. 


D.
Solid or viscous substances, either whole or ground by garbage disposals, in quantities or of size capable of causing obstruction to the flow in sewers, or interference with the proper operation of the sewage treatment system.

Sec. 12.404  Substances Prohibitedtc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.404  Substances Prohibited": No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged the following substances, materials, waters, or wastes if it is likely in the opinion of the Village Engineer that such wastes can harm the sewers, sewage treatment process or equipment; have an adverse effect on the receiving stream; or endanger life, public property, or constitute a nuisance. In forming the opinion as to the acceptability of these wastes, the Village Engineer will give consideration to factors such as the quantities of subject wastes in relation to flows and velocities in the sewers, materials of construction of the sewers, nature of the sewage treatment process, capacity of the sewage treatment plant, degree of treatability of wastes in the sewage treatment plant, and maximum limits established by regulatory agencies. The substances prohibited are: 


A.
Any liquid or vapor having a temperature higher than one hundred fifty degrees Fahrenheit (150(F), (65(C). 


B.
Any waters or wastes containing toxic or poisonous materials; or oils, whether emulsified or not, in excess of one hundred (100) mg/l or containing substances which may solidify or become viscous at temperatures between thirty‑two (32() and one hundred fifty degrees Fahrenheit (150(F), (O and 65(C). 


C.
Any garbage that has not been properly shredded. The installation and operation of any garbage disposal equipped with a motor of three‑fourths (3/4) horsepower (0.76 hp metric) or greater shall be subject to the review and approval of the Village Board. 


D.
Any waters or wastes containing strong acid, iron pickling wastes, or concentrated plating solutions whether neutralized or not. 


E.
Any waters or wastes containing iron, chromium, copper, zinc, or similar objectionable or toxic substances; or wastes exerting an excessive chlorine requirement, to such degree that any such material received in the composite sewage at the sewage treatment plant exceeds the limits established by the Village Engineer for such materials. 


F.
Any waters or wastes containing phenols or odor‑producing substances, in such concentrates exceeding limits which may be established by the Village Engineer as necessary after treatment of the composite sewage, to meet the requirements of the State for such discharge to the receiving waters. 


G.
Any radioactive wastes or isotopes of such half‑life or concentration as may exceed limits established by the Village Engineer in compliance with applicable State regulations. 


H.
Any waters or wastes having a pH in excess of 9.5. 


I.
Any mercury [Hg] or of its compounds in excess of 0.0005 mg/l as Hg at any time except as permitted by the Village Engineer in compliance with applicable State regulations. 


J.
Materials which exert or cause: 



1.
unusual concentrations of inert suspended solids (such as, Fullers earth, lime slurries, and lime residues) or of dissolved solids (such as, sodium chloride and sodium sulfate); 



2.
excessive discoloration (such as, dye wastes and vegetable tanning solutions); 



3.
unusual BOD, chemical oxygen demand, or chlorine requirements in such quantities as to constitute a significant load on the sewage treatment system; 



4.
unusual volume of flow or concentrations of wastes constituting blockage. 


K.
Waters or wastes containing substances which are not subject to treatment or reduction by the sewage treatment processes employed, or are subject to treatment only to the degree that the sewage treatment plant effluent cannot meet the requirements of agencies having jurisdiction over discharge to the receiving waters. 

Sec. 12.405  Village Board Authoritytc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.405  Village Board Authority": If any waters or wastes are discharged or are proposed to be discharged to the public sewers, which contain the substances or possess the characteristics enumerated in Section 12.403 and 12.404 of this Article, and/or which are in violation of the standards for pretreatment provided in Chapter 1, EPA Rules and Regulations, subchapter D, Water Programs Part 128‑Pretreatment Standards, Federal Register Volume 38, no. 215, Thursday, November 8, 1973 and any amendments, and which in the judgment of the Village Engineer may have a damaging effect upon the sewage treatment system, processes, equipment, or receiving waters, or which create a hazard to life or constitute a public nuisance, the Village Board may: 


A.
reject the wastes; 


B.
require pretreatment to an acceptable condition for discharge to the public sewers; 


C.
require control over the quantities and rates of discharge; 


D.
require payment to cover the added costs of handling and treating the wastes not covered by existing sewer charges. 

If the Village Board permits the pretreatment of equalization of waste flows, the design and installation of the plants and equipment shall be subject to the review and approval of the Village Engineer and subject to the requirements of applicable codes, ordinances, and laws. 

Sec. 12.406  Interceptors Providedtc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.406  Interceptors Provided": Grease, oil, and sand interceptors shall be provided when, in the opinion of the Village Engineer they are necessary for the proper handling of liquid wastes containing grease in excessive amounts, or flammable wastes, sand, or harmful ingredients; except that the interceptors shall not be required for private living quarters or dwelling units. All interceptors shall be of a type and capacity approved by the Village Engineer, and shall be located to be accessible for cleaning and inspection. 

Sec. 12.407  Maintenance by Ownertc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.407  Maintenance by Owner": Where preliminary treatment or flow‑equalizing facilities are provided, they shall be maintained satisfactory operation by the owner at his expense. 

Sec. 12.408 Manhole Installationtc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.408 Manhole Installation":  (Ord. 04-19, 9-16-04)  Non-residential dischargers shall be required to install a sampling manhole accessible by the Village for the purpose of observation, sampling and measurement of waste.  Such sampling manhole shall be four (4) feet in diameter and shall be accessible and safely located on the discharger's premises and shall be constructed in accordance with plans approved by the Village Board.  In the alternative, upon the approval of the Village Board, a two (2) feet in diameter sampling manhole may be approved if the depth of the ground is less than five (5) feet deep.  The sampling manhole shall be installed by the owner at his expense, and shall be maintained to be safe and accessible at all times.

Sec. 12.409  Testing, and Analysestc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.409  Testing, and Analyses": The owner of any property serviced by a building sewer carrying industrial wastes shall provide laboratory measurements, tests, and analysis of waters and wastes to determine compliance with this ordinance and any special conditions for discharge established by the Village Board or regulatory agencies having jurisdiction over the discharge. 

The number, type, and frequency of laboratory analyses to be performed by the owner shall be stipulated by the Village Engineer, but no less than once per year.  The industry must supply a complete analysis of the components of the wastewater discharge to assure compliance with the State and local standards. The owner shall report the results of measurements and laboratory analyses to the Village Engineer at times and in the manner as prescribed by the Village Board. The owner shall bear the expense of all measurements, analyses, and reporting required by the Village Engineer. At such times as deemed necessary, the Village Board reserves the right to take measurements and samples for analysis by an outside laboratory service. 

Sec. 12.410  Determination of Standardstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.410  Determination of Standards": All measurements, tests, and analyses of the characteristics of waters and wastes to which reference is made in this ordinance shall be determined in accordance with the latest edition of "Standard Methods for the Examination of Water and Wastewater," published by the American Public Health Association, and shall be determined at the sampling manhole provided, or upon suitable samples taken at  a sampling manhole. In the event that no special manhole has been required, the sampling manhole shall be considered to be the nearest downstream manhole in the public sewer to the point at which the building sewer is connected. Sampling shall be carried out by accepted methods to reflect the effect of components upon the sewage treatment system and to determine the existence of hazards to life and property. 

Sec. 12.411  Understanding of Agreement or Arrangementstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.411  Understanding of Agreement or Arrangements": No statement contained in this Article shall be construed as preventing any special agreement or arrangement between the Village Board and any industrial concern whereby an industrial waste of unusual strength or character may be accepted by the Village Board for treatment, subject to payment, in accordance with Ordinance 79‑17 by the industrial concern, provided the payments are in accordance with Federal and State guidelines for User Charge System and Industrial Cost Recovery System. 

Article V - Protection of Sewage Works from Damagetc  \l 1 "Article V - Protection of Sewage Works from Damage"
Sec. 12.501  Disorderly Conducttc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.501  Disorderly Conduct": No unauthorized person shall maliciously, willfully, or negligently break, damage, destroy, or tamper with any structure or equipment which is a part of the sewage treatment system. Any person violating this provision shall be subject to arrest under charge of disorderly conduct. 

Sec. 12.502  Misdemeanortc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.502  Misdemeanor": Entry to areas of the sewer treatment system wherein machinery, controls, lagoons or lift stations are located is prohibited except as authorized by the Village Engineer or by the President and Board of Trustees, any violation of this prohibition shall constitute a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) plus reimbursement from resulting damage. 

Sec. 12.503  Unauthorized Entrytc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.503  Unauthorized Entry": The Village, its President and Board of Trustees, and its employees shall not be held liable for any injury or damages caused as a result of unauthorized entry into areas described above. 

Article VI - Powers and Authority of Inspectors
Sec. 12.601  Entry of Propertiestc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.601  Entry of Properties": The Village Engineer and other authorized employees of the Village, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency, and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, bearing proper credentials and identification, shall be permitted to enter properties for the purposes of inspection, observation, measurement, sampling, and testing in accordance with the provisions of this ordinance. The Village Engineer or his representative shall have no authority to inquire into processes, including metallurgical, chemical, oil refining, ceramic, paper, or other industries beyond the point of their having a direct bearing on the kind and source of discharge to the sewers or waterway or facilities for waste treatment. 

Sec. 12.602  Observation of Safety Rulestc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.602  Observation of Safety Rules": While performing the work on private properties referred to in Article VI, Section 12.601 above, the Village Board or authorized employee of the Village, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency, and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency shall observe all safety rules applicable to the premises established by the company and the company shall be held harmless for injury or death to the Village employees and the Village shall indemnify the company against loss or damage to its property by Village employees and against liability claims and demands for personal injury or property damage asserted against the company and growing out of the gauging and sampling operation, except as may be caused by negligence or failure of the company to maintain safe conditions as required in Article IV, Section 12.408. 

Sec. 12.603  Easement Usetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.603  Easement Use": The Village Engineer and other authorized employees of the Village bearing proper credentials and identification shall be permitted to enter private properties through which the Village holds an easement for the purposes of, inspection, observation, measurement, sampling, repair, and maintenance of any portion of the sewage treatment system lying within the easement. All entry and work, if any, on the easement, shall be done in accordance with the terms of the  easement pertaining to the private property involved.

Article VII - Extension of Sewer Mainstc  \l 1 "Article VII - Extension of Sewer Mains"
Sec. 12.701  Determination of a Sewer Maintc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.701  Determination of a Sewer Main": The Village Board shall determine if an extension of a sewer main is feasible based on the estimated cost of the extension and the number of potential users that will be served by the extension. If the extension is feasible, then the Village may install and pay the cost of the extension at the discretion of the Village Board. If the Village Board elects not to pay the cost of extending the sewer main, then the person or persons desiring sewer service shall install the extension at their expense upon written consent by the Village Board. The Village shall not pay for any extensions to an undeveloped area such as a subdivision being developed. 

Sec. 12.702  Installation of Sewer Extension other than by Villagetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.702  Installation of Sewer Extension other than by Village": When a sewer extension is installed the following conditions must be satisfied: 


A.
The Village Board must approve all plans and specifications for any extensions. The cost to the Village of reviewing and approving the plans and specifications shall be paid by the person or firm submitting the documents. 


B.
Before any extensions are installed, the plans and specifications must be approved by the State of Illinois, Environmental Protection Agency. 


C.
Ownership, rights‑of‑way, and title must be conveyed to the Village for all extensions installed. The Village will maintain the sewer mains following conveyance. 


D.
No extension will be permitted if, in the opinion of the Village Board, the system does not have the capacity to serve the proposed extension.


E.
All extensions shall be equipped with tracer wire, for locating purposes. 

Any lot owner or subdivider extending a main onto his or her property or installing a distribution system within a subdivision shall extend the main to the edge of the abutting property for the benefit of that property owner.  The precise location of any extension to the abutting property shall be approved by the Village Board, which shall determine the location of the extension to the abutting property.

Article VIII - Change in Occupancytc  \l 1 "Article VIII - Change in Occupancy"
Sec. 12.801  Termination of Servicetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.801  Termination of Service": Any user requesting a termination of service shall give written notice to the Village ten (10) days prior to the time termination of service is desired. 

Sec. 12.802  Responsible Usertc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.802  Responsible User": If the user is not the owner of the premises, the user shall be primarily responsible for payment of all charges and the property owner shall be secondarily responsible for all charges not paid by the user. 

Sec. 12.803  Transfer of Sewer Servicetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.803  Transfer of Sewer Service": There shall be no charge for transferring the sewer service to the subsequent user.

Sec.  12.804  Delinquent Bills; Liens; Notice to Owner:

 Whenever the charges for sewer service or other charges assessed are not paid by the 

due date, charges shall be declared to be delinquent, and the Village shall have a lien upon the premises and real estate.

Article IX - Penaltiestc  \l 1 "Article IX - Penalties"
Sec. 12.901  Violation of Ordinancetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.901  Violation of Ordinance": Any person found to be violating any provision of this ordinance except Article V shall be served by the Village Board with written notice stating the nature of the violation and providing a time limit for satisfactory correction. The offender shall, within the period of time stated in the notice, shall cease all violations. The Village Board may revoke any permit for sewage disposal as a result of any violation of any provision of this ordinance. 

Sec. 12.902  Penalty for Violationstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.902  Penalty for Violations": Any person or entity who shall violate any of the provisions of this Section shall, upon conviction, (in addition to the enforcement of the forfeitures and liabilities contained herein) pay a fine of not less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00). Each day in which any the violation shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense. 

Sec. 12.903  Liabilitytc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.903  Liability": Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall become liable to the Village by reason of such violation. 

Article X - Ratestc  \l 1 "Article X - Rates"
Sec. 12.1001  Responsible Applicanttc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.1001  Responsible Applicant": If the applicant is not the owner of the premises, the applicant shall have primary responsibility for all charges and the property owner shall be secondarily responsible for all charges not paid by the applicant. 

Sec. 12.1002  Metered Watertc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.1002  Metered Water": Charges for sanitary sewage service shall be based on metered water consumption. Plumbing shall be so arranged that all discharges into the sewer system resulting from the use of metered water unless otherwise provided by the Village Board. 

Sec. 12.1003  Rates for Residential, Business, Multiple and Commercial and Municipal Userstc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.1003  Rates for Residential, Business, Multiple and Commercial and Municipal Users": ( Ord. 06-02, 3/16/06)
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Rates for sewage service for residential, business and commercial user shall be determined by the water consumption as indicated by water meters and shall be at the flat rate of Six and 00/100 Dollars ($6.00) per 1,000 gallons.  Bills shall be monthly and shall be in addition to the amounts charged for water service.


2.
The following shall be the rates for sewage service for a primary meter with multiple users, determined by water consumption as indicated by water meters.  Bills shall be monthly and shall be in addition to the amounts charged for water service:  The greater of, a minimum of $6.00 a month, or $6.00 per 1,000 gallons of water used.


3.
EPA Fee:  The Village will collect a fee from all sewer users to offset costs of permit from the State of Illinois.  The fee will be listed separately, but included with the monthly water and sewer billing.  The amount of the fee will be set by the Board of Trustees based on the EPA fee imposed on the Village by the State of Illinois.

Sec. 12.1004  Additional Surcharge Ratetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.1004  Additional Surcharge Rate": In addition to the above rates, there shall be a surcharge for BOD5 and SS (as defined by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency) added as follows:  $0.20 per 1000 gallons for each 10mg/1 BOD5 or any fraction of 10 mg/1 BOD5 in excess of 200 mg/1 BOD5.  $0.20 per 1000 gallons for each 12.5 mg/1 SS or any fraction of 12.5 mg/1 SS in excess of 250 mg/1 SS.

Sec. 12.1005  Meter Readings and Minimum Chargetc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.1005  Meter Readings and Minimum Charge":  Meter readings shall be to the nearest 100 gallons and the minimum charge for sewage service shall be six and 00/100 Dollars ($6.00) per month.

Sec. 12.1006  Failure of Meter to Operate: Whenever any water meter, by reason of its being out of repair, or for any cause fails properly to register the water usage, or when weather or other conditions prevent the reading of meters, the consumer shall be charged at the sewer rate shown for the corresponding time of the previous year. If no record of the previous year exists, then it shall be the duty of the Public Works Administrator to estimate the amount of water consumed during the month, and the user shall be invoiced for the estimated usage. 

Sec. 12.1007  Non‑Payment of Ratestc  \l 2 "Sec. 13.1007  Non‑Payment of Rates": (Ord. 04-16; 7/15/04)There will be a ten percent (10%) penalty added to each bill that is unpaid after the due date. In the event that any bill becomes delinquent for a period of thirty (30) days, the Village shall notify the Public Works Administrator, the user and the property owner. If payment is not received, the Sewer Operator shall cause the delinquent service to be shut off seven (7) days after the mailing of notice. No liability shall be incurred by the Village or any of its employees by reason of the shut‑off. An additional Twenty-Five Dollars ($25.00) shut-off notice fee shall be made for the delinquent notice.  

Any person who issues a check or other draft that is not honored upon presentment, shall be liable in the amount of $25, or for all costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, incurred by any person in connection with the collection of the amount for which the check or other draft was written, whichever is greater, and shall be liable for interest upon the amount of the check or other draft at the rate provided by Illiniois law.  Costs and expenses shall include reasonable costs and expenses incurred in the nonlitigated collection of the check or other draft.

The Village, or its designee, may at its discretion decline to accept checks or other drafts as payment for water usage from users who have on two or more occasions presented checks or other drafts that have been returned for insufficient funds.  The user may appeal a decision to deny acceptance of checks or other drafts for water usage to the Village Board at its regularly scheduled meeting. 

In the event sewer service is terminated for non‑payment as described, water and sewer service shall not be restored until all delinquent bills, penalties and charges are paid, together with an additional charge of Fifty dollars ($50.00) for terminating and restoring water and sewer service. No water and sewer service shall be furnished to any person or entity who is indebted to the Village on account of sewage service, materials or repairs.
