Here is an update of the projects and issues central to Goodfield.
Storm Siren Guidelines

Sirens will be activated based on visual verification of a funnel cloud, tornado or strong rotation of clouds.

Sirens will be activated for 1 cycle, which is 3 minutes.

No “all clear” signal will be given.

Storm sirens are “outdoor warning devices”, which means they are intended to provide warning of tornadoes to individuals who may be outside.  If you are inside during the storm siren activation you may not be able to hear the warning.  The storm sirens rotate during the warning cycle, distance and weather may affect the volume of the warning siren at various location s throughout the Village.

Normal testing of the storm sirens will be performed the first Tuesday of each month (March through October) at 10:00a.m.  If however, there is severe weather at that time no test will be conducted for the month.
Residents are encouraged to purchase portable battery powered scanners or weather alert radios.  Portable scanners can be programmed to monitor ESDA, storm spotters and other important emergency personnel in the area.  The Village can provide frequency numbers for any one who is interested.  Portable scanners can be purchased for less than $100.00 at Farm & Fleet or Walmart.

We encourage each household to be prepared for disasters and assemble a kit in case of emergencies such as tornadoes and other disasters.  A kit could contain water and food that will not spoil, clothing and blankets, first aid kit, flashlights

and a battery powered radio or weather alert radio with plenty of batteries.  The American Red Cross has provided the Village with copies of several brochures to help prepare for emergencies, disasters and terrorism.  Copies may be picked up at the Village Hall.
Water Main Flushing – During the month of April
Water main flushing will begin April 2, 2007 (weather permitting) and will continue Monday through Friday each week until completed.
Flushing will be performed during daytime hours after 8:00a.m. and night flushing will be done after 9:00 p.m.  If you have any questions regarding flushing schedules please call 965-2517.

Water main flushing is a normal maintenance requirement, which must be done regularly to help remove iron deposits that form in the main lines.

Residents may notice a temporary loss of pressure and/or discoloration of water during this process.

Water used for laundry may cause staining or discoloration.

Water Used for Fires

If there is a fire or emergency and the Fire Department must use water from hydrants the water in the mains will be disturbed and you could notice a temporary reduction of pressure and/or discoloration of water during this process.

Water used for laundry may cause staining or discoloration.

Water Restrictions

If drought conditions occur the Village may be required to enforce mandatory restrictions on non-essential and irrigation systems for lawns.  Information will be provided at the appropriate time.

Projects Update

Water Treatment Plant:

Design and planning continues for the proposed improvements and expansion of the water plant, construction could possibly begin this year.
Well #3:

The casing and well head have been installed.  The pump, electrical and piping will be installed to coincide with the Water Plant construction and expansion.
Streets:

Plans are to overlay Robinson Street from Route 117 to the Grade School this year if funds are available.  
New Sidewalk:

Plans are to install a sidewalk from East Robinson Street north to Raymond Street on State Right of Way.  Drawings have been submitted to IDOT for their review.

ANNUAL DRINKING WATER QUALITY REPORT FOR 2006 (Consumer Confidence Report)
We’re pleased to present to you this year’s Annual Water Quality Report.  This report is designed to inform you about the water and services we deliver to you every day.  Our constant goal is to provide you with a safe and dependable supply of drinking water.  We want you to understand the efforts we make to continually improve the quality of your water.  Our town uses ground water provided by two wells drilled into the San-Koty aquifer.  An aquifer is a geological formation that contains water.  These wells are 320 feet deep.  Well #1 and Well #2 are located within the village limits.


As most of you know our water is very hard (contains calcium and magnesium).  Our water also contains organic color (tannins) that make our water have a yellowish or greenish tint, even when iron is removed to the recommended levels.  This organic color is not considered harmful by the EPA.  The organic color compounds are naturally occurring in the aquifer, from which we draw water.  It can stain clothing  and doesn’t “look” good in swimming pools until after a lot of treatment chemicals are added.  Customers considering purchasing a new water softener may wish to look at models which can remove this organic color.  Several residents have had excellent results with these specialized water softeners.  Our existing water treatment plant does little to remove the organic color.


We are trying to base our water main flushing program on your comments.  If you notice a lot of rust please give us a call, so we can do something about it.  We have greatly reduced the amount of iron that goes out into the water distribution system, but invariably some iron will still settle out in the water mains.  Over time iron accumulates at the bottom of the water mains.  It then gets stirred up when water flow rates increase through the water mains.  Periodic flushing removes these sediments.

The Village of Goodfield routinely monitors for contaminants in your drinking water according to Federal and State laws.  This table shows the results of our monitoring for the period of January 1st to December 31st, 2006.  All drinking water, including bottled drinking water, may be reasonably expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants.  It’s important to remember that the presence of these small amounts of contaminants does not necessarily pose a health risk.
