Here is an update of the projects and issues central to Goodfield.

Water Main Flushing – During the month of October

Water main flushing will begin October 1, 2007 (weather permitting) and will continue Monday through Friday each week until completed.
Flushing will be performed during daytime hours after 8:00a.m. and night flushing will be done after 9:00 p.m.  If you have any questions regarding flushing schedules please call 965-2517.

Water main flushing is a normal maintenance requirement, which must be done regularly to help remove iron deposits that form in the main lines.

Residents may notice a temporary loss of pressure and/or discoloration of water during this process.

Water used for laundry may cause staining or discoloration.

Projects Update

Water Plant:  Construction is scheduled to begin during September.
Well #3:  Well has been drilled.  The pump and piping will be installed this fall to coincide with the Water Treatment Plant construction. 

Streets:  The Village has contracted with Rowe Construction to overlay Robinson Street from Route 117 to the Grade School.  RA Cullinan will tar and chip other streets around the Village and that work will be done this fall as well.
